








Fiscal Year 2011 was a successful year in the St. Louis 
media for St. Patrick Center, as we continued to share 
our stories about programs and client successes with the 
community. Here are some of the highlights: 

Television
The NBC TODAY Show in July featured City Seeds 
Urban Farm as one of the winners of its “What Do You 
Care About TODAY?” contest sponsored by the Pepsi 
Refresh Project.

Fox 2 and Newschannel 5 in September aired stories 
on the high rate of African-American unemployment and 
interviewed SPC clients and the owner 
of WorkNet, an African-American 
owned company in the BEGIN New 
Venture Center (BNVC).  

Fox 2 and Newschannel 5 
in November featured stories on 
two clients who were celebrating 
Thanksgiving in their new homes after being homeless the 
previous holiday. See photo 1.

Fox 2 in December featured the Trevisano Teddy Bear 
Christmas Land, a unique light display each holiday that 
raises money for St. Patrick Center clients. See photo 2.

Fox 2, KPLR 11 and Newschannel 5 in March and 
April featured a number of new companies growing in the 
BNVC. See photo 3.

Radio
Following the U.S. Census report about poverty 
numbers in America, the BBC World Service (radio) in 
September interviewed St. Patrick Center’s CEO to give 
perspective to BBC listeners from “the states.” 

KMOX AM in October interviewed BNVC director 
Jan DeYoung about the grand opening of the incubator’s 
Culinary Suite. 

KMOX AM in March interviewed Project HERO 
program manager Dwain Sliger about efforts to move 
homeless veterans into housing.

KTRS AM in May led a discussion 
about the condition of nonprofits in a 
tough economy.  Chief Development 
Officer Jan Rasmussen participated in 
the panel interview.

Print
The St. Louis Post-Dispatch’s 

“How I Did It” column in December featured a follow-up 
article about SPC client Chris Webb, who was outliving 
a dire health prognosis through prayer and meditation. 
Chris, who made a deep impact on agency staff and those 
who knew him, passed away on February 19, 2011. The 
Post-Dispatch ran a final farewell in February. See photo 4.

Small Business Monthly magazine in January 
featured BNVC business owner Jane Muscroft of Queen’s 
Cuisine as an “Entrepreneur to Watch,” and in June, the 
publication named BNVC Director Jan DeYoung as one of 
the top 100 people to know in St. Louis business. 

Building Employment Skills for Tomorrow 
(BEST): 78 men and women earned part-time wages 
and completed on-the-job training. 42 were placed into 
jobs and 37 were housed.

General Employment: We assisted 748 individuals 
with job training, employment readiness, transportation 
and work uniforms.

Homeless Employment Program (HEP): We 
helped 200 clients find and retain full-time employment 
in this program that works as an employment agency, 
with no fee to the employer or to the applicant. In 
addition, we achieved 87 housing placements. 

Homeless Veterans 
Reintegration Program 
(HVRP): We placed 146 veterans 
into full-time jobs and 90 into 
housing. 44 received advanced 
employment training. 

Job Experience Training 
(JET): see previous copy

McMurphy’s Grill: 68 clients 
participated in the first restaurant 
training program in the nation for 
clients struggling with homelessness 
and mental illness. 28 found 
employment.   

Project HERO: We placed 70 
honorably discharged veterans, 
including females and other hard-to-house veterans, 
in housing and helped stabilize an additional 27 
for more than one year, ending more than 205 
years of homelessness. A total of 125 vets received 
comprehensive housing and employment assistance.

Project REACH: Over the five-year term of this 
program, we enrolled 884 participants and placed  
668 into full-time jobs after their release from prison.  
We also provided comprehensive housing, mentoring  
and substance abuse services to these clients.

Mental Health Programs

Assertive Community Treatment (ACT): We 
provided mental health, psychiatric, employment and 
financial guidance services to 60 clients, ending more 
than 120 years of homelessness. 

Casserole Program: 56 church and community groups 
(2,622 volunteers) provided 150,266 hot, nutritious 
meals covering every day of the year for our Shamrock 

Club Day Treatment Program, Rosati Group Home and 
Shamrock Club Evening Program (Alumni Club).

Shamrock Club Day Treatment Program: 
We assisted 1,010 homeless clients experiencing 
mental illness and/or substance abuse issues with 
making a commitment to work on personal goals, 
benefits assistance, psychiatric assessment, job training, 
employment and housing.

Shamrock Club Evening Program (Alumni 
Club): We provided employment 
training, financial counseling and 
substance abuse counseling in a safe, 
supportive environment to an annual 
membership of 56. 

Shamrock Club Intensive Case 
Management (ICM, mental 
health & substance abuse):  
We helped 274 clients dealing with 
substance abuse and mental illness.

Shamrock Club Women’s Night 
Program: We provided a safe place 
to sleep at night to 72 mentally ill 
and/or chemically dependent women. 
We assisted 19 with their move to 
permanent housing.

Support Services

Celtic Consulting: We worked with non-profit 
organizations to build capacity and improve outcomes. 
Membership in the GO! Network for unemployed 
professionals grew to 3,400.  

Child Drop-In Center: 252 children, ages 6 weeks 
to 6 years, were cared for during visits to our safe, 
educational and nurturing environment while their 
parents received services. 

Client Intake, Assessment & Tracking 
Program: Counselors completed 3,574 new, 
comprehensive assessments of clients’ needs,  
capturing vital information regarding income,  
education, children, etc.

Healthcare Wing: This collaborative effort of Grace 
Hill Health Services, Logan Chiropractic Clinic and the 
Greater St. Louis Dental Society provided comprehensive 
health services to 1,020 clients.
